copies to: New York State Archives, Hackman Research Residency, Cultural Education Center, Suite 9D46, Albany, NY 12230.  Applications must be typed or printed.  No electronic (fax, e-mail, etc.) applications accepted.

(2) This application must be postmarked by January 16, 2012. *Note that as January 16, 2012 is a federal holiday, we will accept applications postmarked through January 17, 2012. Decisions will be made and applicants notified by May 15, 2012.  Residencies may commence June 1, 2012 and must be completed by May 31, 2013.

(3) All applicants must furnish a resume.  Please include the original and seven copies with application.

(4) One or two letters of reference by persons familiar with your project may be submitted.  While letters of  reference are optional, it is the applicant's responsibility to ensure that any letters are postmarked by January 16, 2012.

(5) Applicants are responsible for making sure the application package is complete and postmarked by the deadline.  Incomplete or late applications will not be considered.
